Progress during the Year Development of Industry Clusters in Leaps

Starting on October 1, 2005, bus service offered in the STSP included 46 trips of four lines of Tainan-Shanhua-Madou, 

Tainan-Aletheia University, Tainan-Shanhua-Shanshang, and Tainan-Hailiao to meet the commuting needs of STSP staff and 

residents. 

To coordinate with the policy of "Healthy Taiwan" promoted by Executive Yuan and demonstrate the STSP's concerns over 

occupational safety and environmental protection, "The Month of Promoting Occupational Safety and Environmental Protection 

and Bikeway Commencement Ceremony" was held at Siraya Plaza at 8:30 a.m. on October 8, 2005.

Emergency Response Mechanism in Function

The Nanke Emergency Response Coordination Team was formed on November 8, 2003 to manage distributions of 

resources for rescues and damage mitigations and the adoption of modern disaster prevention and mitigation technology. 

Expert Supporting System of Emergency Response Decision-making was set up in November 2005 to integrate the database of 

the STSP environment, hazardous material, appliances used for emergency response, and regional alliance information for 

exercises and for monitoring during emergencies. 

No damage incidents were reported during the flooding period from June 12 to 16, 2005.  The Emergency Response 

Mechanism was activated to dispatch needed personnel and equipment for rescue duties and to mitigate damage of injuries 

and property loss of the explosion incident of Motech Industries Inc. on November 23, 2005 and the quick response and 

effective work has been highly recognized.

Development of Industry Clusters in Leaps
Achieving the Goal of Investment Recruitment

By the end of 2005, 21 enterprises were approved to invest, achieving the annual goal of approving 20 enterprises with 

investment amount reaching US$235 million.  The accumulated number of STSP enterprises has grown to 178 with investment 

reaching US$40.7 billion including 48 from the optoelectronics industry, 48 from the precision machinery industry, 30 from the 

biotechnology industry, 23 from the IC industry, 16 from the telecommunications industry, 3 from the computer peripherals 

industry, and 10 from other industries.  The industry clusters have taken shape and developed competitive advantages.  Among 

the approved enterprises, 84 have started mass production and 19 were in the preparation process.
