New Hope in Education

National Nanke International Experimental High School (NNKIEH) in School Year 2010 had 87 classes including 42 in the Elementary Depart-
ment, 24 in the Junior High Department, 9 in the Senior High Department and 12 in the Bilingual Department for a total of 2,329 students. NNKIEH
marked its third year student recruitment in School Year 2010 since the establishment of the Senior High Department in 2008. In terms of hardware
equipment, the campus of the Senior High Department, completed in 2010, focuses on scientific education. In addition to sound teaching
equipment, the campus was the first one in Taiwan certified as a Diamond Level Green Building Labeling. NNKIEH inspires students to engage in
active learning and emphasizes diversified intelligent development.
